Escalation Matrix For Service Support : Bidder/OEM must provide Escalation Matrix of Telephone Numbers
for Service Support.

30. Warranty

Bidder / OEM has to give an undertaking that after expiry of warranty period, it will provide
Comprehensive Maintenance Service for next 5 years for the offered products at the rate not more than 4
% of contract price per annum. Buyer reserves the right to enter into a CMC agreement with the
Successful Bidder / OEM after expiry of the Warranty period at above mentioned rate and the payment for
the CMC charges would be made Biannually after rendering of the CMC Services of the relevant CMC
period. Performance Security of the successful bidder shall be forfeited if it fails to accept the CMC
contract when called upon by the buyer. CMC would include cost of

31. Warranty

It
also includes for arranging hand tools & tackles, special tools etc. required to carry out the work.
